MUST SCREW INTO A MINIMUM OF 1” OF WOOD BEHIND THE DRYWALL. DO NOT 
MOUNT THIS FIXTURE JUST TO DRYWALL. (Be sure all wood that you screwed into, is 
secured to the cross beams/ceiling joists behind the drywall)  
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• Make sure POWER is COMPLETELY OFF at the fuse box
• Have your fixture installed by a qualified licensed electrician
• Prepare everything in a clear area
• Wear gloves at all time during this installation
• Read instructions carefully before you start assembly

You have now completed the installation of your 
fixture, enjoy.

Select the desired length you would like the fixture 
to hang down from the ceiling (120” maximum).   
To set the fixture hanging height, simply push in 
the sleeve (2c) at the canopy where the wire 
comes out from.    Once the sleeve is pushed in  
push the wire up to shorten or pull the wire down to 
lengthen.   When you have selected your desired 
length, just release the sleeve and the wire will be 
held tightly in place. 

(Illustration 1) Now, connect the crystals (3d) to the 
sleeve couplings (3b) by threading screws (3c) 
clockwise.  Next, lift the glass sleeves up to the LED 
engines (3a) and thread the three pins to the LED 
engine (3a).  Repeat this step for all pendants. 

Remove the fixture from it’s original packaging.
Remove the canopy mounting plate (1c) from 
within the canopy (2a) by removing the two 
decorative nuts (2b).  Now install the two screws 
(1f) provided to secure the mounting plate to the 
junction box (1a). Next, secure the mounting plate 
(1c) to the ceiling with screws (1d), make sure to 
reinforce the wood behind the drywall.   

You are now ready to mount the canopy (2a) to the 
mounting plate (1c).    First connect all wires (1b) 
correctly, black to black “L”, white to white “N” and 
the ground to ground with the provided marrets 
from the hardware package.     Align the threaded 
scews (1e) hanging downward from the mounting 
plate (1c) to the holes inside the canopy (2a).   
Push the canopy up towards the ceiling so the four 
scews (1e) point through the holes in the canopy.   
You can then screw on the decorative four nuts 
(2b) onto the threaded studs pointing through the 
canopy.  This will secure the canopy to the mount-
ing plate.
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
